TEN SCRIPTURAL CONVICTIONS
…which every Christian must have and must teach within his family in order to protect himself and his family from destructive influences, false philosophies and Satanic temptations which permeate this age.  

What is a conviction?  A strong persuasion or belief (Webster’s).  A basic scriptural principle which we purpose to follow, whatever the cost.
Building a conviction is similar to growing a tree.  It takes the right seed, time and balanced care – especially in the beginning.  Too much or too little sunlight, too much or too little water, or not enough protection and the tree will die.  It is for this reason that the five commands of 1 Corinthians 16:13-14 are necessary for a Christian in order to successfully build scriptural convictions into his own life and into the life of those in his family.  A Christian can follow these five commands (or steps) in order to insure balance in building convictions.  If one step is emphasized too strongly, others (husband, wife, children, etc.) will either react to a conviction or be out of balance in their own approach to it.
THE TEN CONVICTIONS

1.  God alone is sovereign, and the Bible is His inspired Word and the final authority for my life.

2.  My purpose in life is to seek God with my whole heart and to build my goals around His priorities.

3.  My body is a living temple of God and must not be defiled by the lusts of the world.

4.  My Church must teach the foundational truths of the Bible and reinforce these basic convictions.

5.  My children belong to God, and it is my responsibility to teach them scriptural principles, godly character and basic convictions.

6.  My activities must never weaken the scriptural convictions of another Christian.

7.  My life – single or married – is a life-long commitment to God, and, if married, to my marriage partner.

8.  My money is a trust from God and must be earned and managed according to scriptural principles.

9.  My words must be in harmony with God’s Word – be careful how I use my tongue.

 10.  My affections must be set on things above, not on things in the earth.
